Preservation

The Quran is the only sacred text that has been in circulation for a
long period of time, yet remains as pure as the day it was revealed
(over 1400 years ago) in its original Arabic language. Nothing

has been added nor removed from it, and it is free from errors or
contradictions.

Scientific Miracles

The Quran was revealed in the 7th century and contains many
scientific facts that were unknown to the people of that time and
have only been discovered recently by contemporary science
using modern technology. Some of the many examples include:

e Water is the origin of all living things — Quran 21:30
e The universe is expanding — Quran 51:47
e The “floating orbit” of the sun and moon — Quran 21:33

e Detailed description of the development of the human embryo
— Quran 23:12-14

Historical Miracles & Prophecies

The Quran is historically accurate. For example, the name
“Haman” was not known until the decoding of Egyptian
hieroglyphics in the 19th century, revealing that Haman was “the
head of construction workers” of the Pharaoh. This aligns with
what is recorded in the Quran (28:38) long before it could have
been known by Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) or the
people of his time.

The Quran also contains predictions of future events, all of which
have been fulfilled, such as stating that Pharaoh’s body will be
preserved until the end of time (Quran, 10:91-92). Today, the
preserved mummified body resides in the Egyptian Museum in
Cairo for all to witness.

Unique Style & Universal Message

The unique style and message of the
Quran is evidence that it is from
God. It teaches that there is one
unique Creator whose nature is
different from that of the creation.
